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Psalm 72:12-14 “For He will deliver the needy when he
cries, the poor also, and him who has no helper. He
will spare the poor and needy, and will save the souls
of the needy. He will redeem their life from
oppression and violence; and precious shall be their
blood in His sight.”

April is a very big month in the life of the Christian
Caring Center. It’s our birthday. This year is REALLY
BIG because we are going to be twenty five years old!—
Praise the Lord! I am in total amazement to realize that
God Himself has sustained this ministry for all these
years to care for the needy, the poor, the oppressed, and
sometimes the unlovely, the non-compliant--rule
breaking people that He created and He loves
unconditionally. One of the most common questions |
get from people when they hear this remarkable
milestone is “How do you do it for so long and not get
discouraged or burned out?” 1 heard Tony Campolo
give a sermon once where he said that the words
“retired” and “burn out” were not in the Bible. He said,
retired people were just missionaries with their own
support checks (Social Security) and burn out was just a
Christian doing a job that God is not empowering him
specifically to do and quiet possibly robbing someone
else of their blessing. According to wise King Solomon
in the above verses it is God Himself that will deliver
the needy when THEY cry out for help. For me or any
other staff or volunteer to try and step into trying to
deliver someone out of their need would be to rob God
Himself! 1 write to you every month about different
people that have cried out to the Lord for help. This
month I want to tell you of a sixteen year miracle of
crying out to the Lord for help and sixteen years of Him
never going back on His word! I met DB in her late
twenties, a homeless, drug addicted, and pregnant
mother of one child who was not living with her. She
was being housed in a motel by welfare. On the outside
looking in-it looked hopeless for DB, but especially for
her unborn daughter. BUT GOD! DB came to the
Christian Caring Center for food, clothes and prayer.
DB had felt God calling her to Himself when she began
to come to the Christian Caring Center. Through prayer

and sharing the gospel with DB, she gave her life to
Jesus one night in her motel room. DB began to cry out
to the Lord and He began His last sixteen years of
saving her soul, delivering her from drugs (more than a
couple of times), and HE continues to deliver her life,
the life of her unborn child then Dana, and the next two
children daily. The Lord took DB from that motel to an
efficiency room/apartment. This apartment was next
door to the Brown Mills Methodist Church where she
walked to and eventually joined and she is still a
member today. Then only a year later the roof blew off
the efficiency from a hurricane. Neither DB nor the
baby was hurt and God made a way for her to be given a
one bedroom apartment. Then He even gave her rental
assistance. All the time DB continued to struggle with
the strong hold of drug addiction, but continued to run
back to the refuge and safety of God Himself. She also
continued to volunteer at the Christian Caring Center
and attend the Browns Mills Methodist Church as she
also brought Dana and eventually her sister and brother.
DB has never pretended or assumed that she was strong
and able to be in control of her life or her children. She
clung to the words above to cry out to Him for help—
every time! I can tell you this child I met in the womb
the first time, is now sixteen years old, in high school
doing well, has joined a church of her own choice with
her sister-True Vine Baptist Church, and continued to
volunteer at the Christian Caring Center and Basket
outreach and the whole family has volunteered for the
past two years in the Code Blue Shelter, where the
children serve the meals during the week. Dana will
help us celebrate our twenty fifth birthday anniversary
by singing a song to celebrate life with the Lord. We
are praying that all of you who have faithfully supported
this ministry and lives like this will come out and
celebrate the Goodness of God! THANK YOU FOR
